1. Have read and accept all responsibilities that come with being a representative player and 

parent/guardian of a player of Tauranga Netball Centre as per the TNC Representative Policies 

and Procedures document. 

2. Will attend all practices and tournaments that are scheduled and be punctual and focused – 

parents/guardians it is your responsibility to get your child to these. 

3. Play equally hard for myself and my team.  My team’s performance will benefit, so will I. 

4. Players must conduct themselves in a responsible and respectful manner and wear the uniform 

with pride.  Absolutely NO VAPING, SMOKING, ALCOHOL OR DRUGS permitted. 

5. Be respectful at all times towards, Coaches, Managers, Umpires, Officials and supporters and 

always accept the decision of Coach, Manager, Umpire and Officials.   

6. Treat all players as I would like to be treated.  Do not bully or take unfair advantage of another 

player.  Abusive behavior is unacceptable. 

7. Maintain a positive attitude and co-operate with my Coach, Manager, Umpire and Officials.  Take 

responsibility for my performance on and off the court. 

8. I will be issued with a playing uniform and tracksuit to be worn only at Tournaments.   

9. All players will travel with the team unless prior approval from Team Manager is sought. 

10. All players must gain consent from the Team Manger before leaving from anywhere whilst away 

with your team, including but not limited to (Accommodation, Tournaments) even if it is to go with 

your parents. 

11. PLEASE NOTE – If a player is involved in anything deemed irresponsible behaviour by TNC, they 

may not be eligible to trial for a TNC Representative team the following year. 

12. IMPORTANT NOTE TO PARENTS/GUARDIANS – Please be mindful that your child has been chosen to 

play in a Representative team which in itself is a great accomplishment. Be aware that not all 

players will get the same amount of court time, players are put on the court who maintain and 

show consistently high performance and attitude.
